The origins of tennis are a matter of some dispute. A few historians insist that
the ancient Egyptians played a precursor of tennis. Although no ancient drawings or
descriptions of tennis-like games have been discovered, proponents of this theory claim
that the word tennis derives from the name of the Egyptian town of Tinnis, which was
located alongside the Nile.

Etymology aside, substantiating the existence of any form of tennis prior to the year

Over the past several years, approximately one hundred planets outside our solar
system have been discovered. When astronomers detect a star with another body
orbiting around it, they attempt to determine whether that body is indeed a planet or
whether it is a "companion star." In order to accomplish this, astronomers use
a technique called the radial velocity method. The radial velocity method involves
measuring the wobble — that is, the unevenness — in the star's motion caused by the
gravitational pull exerted by the orbiting body. Based on these measurements, scientists
can calculate the mass of the orbiting body and determine whether it is a companion star
or a planet.

Scientific research in this field has recently led to the development of a technique
that complements the radial velocity method: the transit search. The transit search
employs telescopes equipped with sensitive cameras which take a series of photographs
of a large number of stars over a period of time. Astronomers then examine the
photographic evidence for instances in which a star's light dims and then returns to its
original brightness. This indicates that an orbiting body — possibly a planet — has passed
in front of the star and partially blocked its light. At this point, the radial velocity
method is used to ascertain the nature of the orbiting body.

In January 2003, a team of astronomers from Harvard University and the California
Institute of Technology announced the discovery of a planet fifty times further from
Earth than any found before. The existence of this planet, 5,000 light-years away from
Earth, was established using transit search technology, and the results confirmed using
the radial velocity method.

In addition to its extraordinary distance from Earth, the newly discovered planet has
other noteworthy characteristics. It is much closer to its star than any other known
planet: only a fiftieth of Earth's distance from the Sun. As a result, the planet's year —
the time it takes to orbit its star — is also the shortest (a mere 29 hours) and its surface
the hottest (1700 degrees Celsius) of any known to astronomers. Because the planet
is so hot, one of the Harvard astronomers speculates that its atmosphere could contain
small drops of iron, the way Earth's atmosphere holds droplets of water.
