As she ambles around the Crabtree Valley Mall in Raleigh, North Carolina, Twinkie
is creating quite a stir. Harried shoppers stop in their tracks. Kids stare open-mouthed.
After all, you don't get to see a 61-centimeter-tall miniature horse wearing sneakers
(two pairs, for traction) and adult diapers (just in case) every time you go to the mall.
The green blanket on Twinkie's back explains her presence. It reads: Assistance
Animal in Training.

Twinkie is learning the skills — such as navigating elevators and escalators — that she
will need to help a blind person around a crowded mall. She is one of ten tiny horses
being trained at Janet and Don Burleson's farm outside Raleigh. Within six months, the
Burlesons hope to place the horses, which will serve as equine versions of guide dogs,
with blind and vision-impaired people around the United States. But acquiring and
training the animals is very expensive — roughly $25,000 per horse — so the couple has
established the nonprofit Guide Horse Foundation to raise money to help cover the
costs. Eventually, they hope to make guide horses available to recipients free of charge.

According to Janet Burleson, "Horses are natural guides. They are extremely
serene and they have phenomenal memories. Furthermore, miniature horses live 30 to
40 years, whereas a dog's lifespan is only 10 to 12 years." For Karen Clark, who lost
her eyesight as a child and is helping to train Twinkie, this is a great advantage: Clark
has already outlived three guide dogs. She points out that mini-horses are also less

(20)  costly to maintain. "They eat grass, and maybe a few dollars worth of oats a year.
Another good thing about horses is their patience. When we have to wait in line,
Twinkie stands quietly, while my dogs always had to sniff everything."

Nevertheless, training Twinkie hasn't been completely without hitches. "The first
time we took her to a grocery store," says Janet Burleson, "she snapped up a chocolate

(25) bar." Fortunately, the Burlesons persevered in their efforts, and soon, Twinkie and the
other equine guides will be going to new homes and assuming new responsibilities.

Not long ago, it was one of Russia's largest Lenin museums, five stories devoted
solely to the first leader of the communist Soviet Union. It is now one of Russia's most
celebrated cultural centers. This surprising tourist attraction is not located in Moscow
or St. Petersburg, as one might expect, but in Krasnoyarsk, a remote area of Siberia
better known for its prison camps than its culture. With the fall of the Soviet Union in
1991, officials had considered turning the building into a Siberian nature museum or a
commodities exchange. But thanks to the efforts of its director, former philosophy
professor Mikhail Shoubsky, it became the Krasnoyarsk Museum and Historical Center.

In 1998, the Council of Europe designated the Krasnoyarsk Museum and Historical
Center the best museum in Europe (Krasnoyarsk actually lies in Asia, but the Council
considers all of Russia to be part of Europe), and it has won the praise of museum
directors from around the world. The public evidently agrees: in 1999, the museum
attracted nearly 500,000 visitors, even though Krasnoyarsk itself has a population of
only one million.

Shoubsky believes that the purpose of a museum is not merely to preserve the
ancient, but to foster the new. Some 100 special exhibitions a year cover subjects as
varied as modern art, Siberian history, and the war in Chechnya. The museum also
draws inspiration from the region's remarkably diverse population, which includes
hundreds of native ethnic groups in addition to Poles, Lithuanians, and Caucasians
exiled to Siberia by various regimes.

The museum itself retains more than a trace of its Soviet past. A 65-ton statue,
Lenin and His Brothers-in-Arms, too heavy to move, stands in the entranceway, and
paintings and memorabilia with the Soviet hero's image are scattered throughout the
museum. Furthermore, the building has some distinctly Soviet-style drawbacks. The
roof leaks and the walls are unsuitable for hanging works of art. The budget is almost
nonexistent. To raise money, the museum rents out space for everything from political
meetings to cat shows.

He boiled the sealed
tubes to kill any microorganisms in them and found that no microorganisms grew in the
tubes afterward. Nevertheless, the idea of spontaneous generation continued to be

(15)  widely accepted.

In 1860, the French Academy of Sciences offered a prize to any scientist who could
prove or disprove the theory of spontaneous generation. One of those who tackled the
problem was French chemist Louis Pasteur. For his experiment, Pasteur put a solution
of sugar and yeast into a glass flask that was designed to prevent microorganisms from

(20) entering. Pasteur boiled the solution until all the yeast was killed and observed that
from then on, no new yeast grew. Pasteur's work was accepted as proof that the theory
of spontaneous generation was incorrect.
