When Vincent van Gogh died at the age of 37 in 1890, his entire working life as an
artist had spanned only ten years. In that time, he had managed to produce 879 paintings
and 1,245 drawings.

It has now been suggested that several dozen "van Goghs" are actually fakes, created
by some of his contemporaries. This suggestion has enormous financial, as well as
scholarly, implications: paintings by van Gogh command higher prices than those by
almost any other artist.

A fake is an imitation of an artist's work that is presented as genuine. Some of the
paintings now masquerading as van Goghs may have been innocent imitations made by
other artists who admired his style. Some paintings may look like van Goghs because
van Gogh himself adopted an Impressionist style that was very popular at the time.
Such paintings became fakes only when the signature "Vincent" was later added to
them. There are also out-and-out fakes, painted for the purpose of deception.

How can we judge the authenticity of a painting? The time-honored method of
recognizing fakes is to use one's eyes. The sweep of an artist's hand is highly
individual. Brushstrokes are like handwriting and, just as forged documents can be
recognized by a handwriting expert, forged paintings can be recognized by painting
connoisseurs. At least this is the theory.

In fact, van Gogh was a highly experimental artist who was constantly trying out
different styles. He also suffered from severe mental illness, which often affected the
way he painted. Furthermore, he himself made many copies and versions of his own
work.

Even those who consider themselves van Gogh experts argue vigorously about
which paintings are fakes. One of the most famous of the disputed van Goghs is a
painting called Sunflowers, sold to a Japanese company in 1987 for 25 million pounds
— then a world record for any work of art. This painting, like other suspect van Goghs,
may have been created by van Gogh's friend Emile Schuffenecker or by Dr. Paul Gachet,
the doctor who treated van Gogh's mental illness for the last two years of his life.

Visually arresting and geographically intriguing, the Bonneville Salt Flats in the
U.S. state of Utah were formed at the end of the last ice age. As a massive lake slowly
evaporated, millions of tons of salt and other minerals were left behind, filling the lake
bed and forming a hard, flat crust. Today, the Salt Flats cover an area 20 kilometers
long and 8 kilometers wide. Winter rains flow down onto the flats, bringing
replenishing minerals from the hills and thickening the salt in the lake bed. In the
intense heat of summer, the rainwater dries up and the surface of the salt hardens.
While the center of the Salt Flats is barren, ponds and marshes near the edges — where the
salt layer is just inches thick — provide a habitat for numerous plant and animal species.

The bright white
expanse has been featured in photographic and video productions for decades.
Television commercials, fashion shoots, and films with science fiction themes have used
the backdrop to give the impression of another world. The Salt Flats also draw
astronomy buffs, who enjoy the view of the stars unobstructed by light pollution.

One of the Salt Flats' greatest claims to fame is as a driving venue. For more than a
century, professionals and thrill seekers alike have been racing cars and breaking speed
records at the Bonneville Speedway. In 2021, a driver reached the astonishing speed of
750 kilometers per hour. Several factors make the Salt Flats appealing to racers. In the
summer, the hardened salt pan is smooth, allowing for great speeds. The salt also
provides car tires with the traction they need to avoid skidding. In homage to the Salt
Flats, models of a motorcycle and a car have been named "Bonneville".

Like other natural sites, the Bonneville Salt Flats are a fragile environment. The
sturdy salt crust that racers rely on has been deteriorating, causing many events to be
cancelled. There have been occasional summers of "bad salt" in the past, but the
downward trend is worrisome. Climate change, mineral mining, and wear and tear from
driving may be to blame. The Save the Salt Coalition, a cooperative effort of local
residents, environmental organizations, and the racing community, has been urging the
government to take action on behalf of this prized national landmark.
